Maps and travel instructions
Travelling to University of Cumbria, Lancaster campus by Car 
From the north leave the M6 at junction 34 and follow signs to the city centre. Travel south, keeping in the left lane of the one-way system. Just past the Royal Lancaster Infirmary (on the right), take the first exit at the large roundabout onto Bowerham Road. The entrance to the campus is 300 yards on the left, opposite Bowerham Primary School. 

From the south leave the M6 at junction 33 and follow the A6 into Lancaster. At the first roundabout, take the third exit onto Bowerham Road. The entrance to the campus is 300 yards on the left, opposite Bowerham Primary School. 
Travelling to University of Cumbria, Lancaster campus by Rail 

Lancaster is on the main west coast rail line from London to Glasgow. The campus is a 20 minute walk or short taxi ride away.
