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At the start of a ‘college’ session on health, it is useful to set students some elicitation questions which can bring some of their misconceptions to the fore. There are a number of simple multiple-choice questions which can also be used as elicitation questions in the PowerPoint download 2

Personal elicitation 

1. Think about a chicken, lettuce and tomato sandwich and identify the various components of the sandwich and the role they have to play in your body. Trace the story of the sandwich and its components from the moment you eat it through to when you eat your next sandwich. 

2. Now think more generally of all the materials (solid, liquid and gas) that enter and leave our body. Make a flow diagram to show where they enter and leave the body and to explain what they are for and how they link up. 

3. What does it mean to be healthy? What must we do to be healthy?

4. List the main body organs, list their functions and say how each can be kept healthy or become unhealthy. 
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
