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MEANINGFUL LEARNING

CONSTRUCTIVIST LEARNING

1. Material must be meaningful to teacher and worthwhile to learner.
IMPACT

Teacher needs good subject knowledge

2. Learner must have appropriate background ideas, experience, ability and teacher must take these into account
ELICITATION

Teacher must know pupils’ previous knowledge

3. Learner must be motivated - must want to learn. 
MOTIVATION

4. Learner must have new ideas / skills presented

(by doing, listening, reading or watching)
