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CLEAPPS leaflet L238, Health and Safety Induction and Training of Science Teachers, published in April 2004

This booklet is aimed at all middle and secondary schools and ‘…offers guidance to those providing induction programmes for new teachers in science departments.’ Whilst this may not be entirely appropriate on an initial training programme the framework may prove useful, although page 4 of the guide – who might use this guide lists University departments of education, specifying the minimum requirements they expect from partner schools. There is a useful section on sources of information.

The majority of the guide contains 2 types of checklists:

· A daily one for teachers 

· One to cover the induction programme

The daily checklist is further broken down into:

· The activities which will take place

· The nature of the class

· The nature of the room

The induction programme checklists are concerned with:

· Health and safety information

· Health and safety procedures

· Emergency procedures

· Protective equipment

· General conduct of practical work

· Specific activities: basic science

· Specific activities: basic biology

· Specific activities: basic chemistry

· Specific activities: basic physics

· Specific activities: advanced biology

· Specific activities: advanced chemistry

· Specific activities: advanced physics

The daily checklists consist of examples of questions to think about, whilst the induction programme details a requirement, where one may obtain instruction, training and/or information about the topic under consideration and a column to indicate that the requirement has been achieved. The document is available to members and associates of CLEAPSS only. Those who have such membership are free to copy the guide for use in their own establishment
